1. CALL TO ORDER AND ESTABLISH A QUORUM: Mayor Madge Gentry called the meeting to order at 12:00 p.m. Present: Madge Gentry, Mike Baggett, Mike Burrage and Charlie Deupree. Absent: Nick Hopkins. A quorum was established.
2. INVOCATION: Madge Gentry gave the invocation.
3. DISCUSS AND TAKE POSSIBLE ACTION ON CONSENT ITEMS:
a. Approval of minutes for April 1st, regular council meeting.
b. Approval of purchase orders for April 2026.
A motion was made by Mike Baggett and seconded by Charlie Deupree to approve the consent items for April 2026. AYE: Gentry, Baggett, Deupree. Abstain: Burrage. NAY: none.

4. DISCUSS AND TAKE POSSIBLE ACTION: DISCUSS TROY SPLAWN’S APPEAL OF CITY TRAFFIC TICKET.

Troy Splawn stated that he had received a traffic ticket and due to the high prices of the city ticket fines, people would have a hard time paying for them. He was suggesting that the city consider lowering the ticket fines. Mayor Madge Gentry explained that the board would take his complaints into consideration.

David Grandall explained the Audit results; there were no findings and it was a good audit. No issues. He will be starting on our 25-26 audit after the fiscal year ends. A motion was made by Mike Baggett and seconded by Mike Burrage to approve audit findings for FY 24-25 and to have David Grandall CPA perform our 25-26 audit.

9. DISCUSS AND TAKE POSSIBLE ACTION: APPROVE TLS INSTALL BID AMOUNT FOR THE SCHOOL ZONE PROJECT.

City Manager Mike Taylor explained the School Zone project would be completed by August 2026 before new school year begins. City Manager Mike Taylor explained that by using Shuterra for weed control, it would not only cut down on the chemicals we purchase each year but also the man hours it takes to spray the weeds. The quote was $10,620. A motion was made by Mike Burrage and seconded by Mike Baggett to approve Shuterra’s bid amount for weed control on city properties.
